By mid-October of 2024, the Borough must have inventory of all lead water lines into houses. It is being proposed to purchase a hydrovac to provide high pressure water and vacuum to dig to holes needed for this. It will be a minimum of 2 holes at each place to see what the lines are made of.

NEW BUSINESS: 
A MOTION was made by Dan Whalen and SECONDED by Pat Gould to move $60,000 but to keep enough in Erie Bank so that the account stays open, from the General Fund Savings account to a CD for no more than 24 months to the bank with the best rates. A verbal vote was taken and those present voted YES, the MOTION CARRIED. 

A MOTION was made by Dan Whalen and SECONDED by Pat Gould to approve Resolution 2023-1 to move $80,000 but to keep enough in Erie Bank so that the account stays open, from the System Reserve account to a CD with the best rates. A verbal vote was taken and those present voted YES, the MOTION CARRIED.

The bid opening for the System Improvements Project has been pushed back to February 24th. This comes from the engineers receiving many requests for information and clarifications.
