OLD BUSINESS:
W. Erie St.

The replacement would be from West Erie St. to Penn St. We could also utilize the ARPA Funds to reimburse ourselves if contingency money is not a choice.

South Mercer St.
	The LSA Grant was applied for this project. We are looking forward to hearing back. It would be a 12 inch to Franklin St to tie into the 8 inch.
