NEW BUSINESS: 
A MOTION was made by Dan Whalen and SECONDED by Pat Gould to approve Resolution 2023-1 to open a banking account with PLGIT. A verbal vote was taken and those present voted YES, the MOTION CARRIED. 

The LGUDA paperwork was all sent in today, 4/12/23, for the non-electoral debt for the system improvements project. After approval by DCED we will be ready for closing. However, with no bids being placed on the SCADA section of the project and it being added to part 1 of the project, the engineers needed to provide a letter regarding this.

The LSA grant winner was announced and we did not receive that. We can apply again during the next round. 

The Borough is purchasing a hydrovac trailer. $24,000 will come out of the ARPA funds and $24,000 out of General Fund. They are asking for $48,000 to come out of the System Reserve account. By October of 2024, all service lines before and after the curb box must be inventoried to check for lead. Kevin and Billy will be running 4 days a week for approximately 9 months to complete this. 

A MOTION was made by Pat Gould and SECONDED by Dan Whalen to approve Resolution 2023-2 to purchase the hydrovac trailer from System Reserve account in the amount of $48,000. The Municipal Authority would attain 50% ownership of the hydrovac trailer. A verbal vote was taken and those present voted YES, the MOTION CARRIED. 

Should any other municipality request to rent the hydrovac trailer, an agreed upon price must be arranged. The price could be per hour or per day.
