West Erie Lead Abatement-
	This project has been completed. There is a cross slope of 2% when the sidewalk was placed and needs to be fixed. PennDot is coming 6/17 for inspection. There is a change order for $18,000 for the extra concrete work that needed to be done and Council approved the change order.

East Erie Lead Abatement – 
	All that is left is the sidewalk and restoration to complete this project. One house had a pipe dug through and Bill Good is to fix the sewer issue. The snake got stuck in the pipe which was filled with tree roots. An invoice was sent to the property owner for the construction work by Bill Good. There was a back-up in the basement which caused severe damage to the tenants’ electric washer they just purchased, and they would like compensation in the amount of $400 to replace the washer. 

Stratton Avenue – 
	The piping will be coming soon and it will be stored at the maintenance building to stay out of the sunlight. Trumbull will be doing the tap.

System Improvements – 
	The engineers are working on the paperwork with DEP. There is a list of questions that the engineers need to complete.
