	Project has been completed and Council has approved pay request from J.S. Bova and PennVEST pay request #5. The closing out of the project will have final change order and pay requests next month. 

System Improvement Project - 
	PennVEST application was submitted on August 3rd in the amount of $6.2 million. There will be 4 separate contracts for this project. 1) The maintenance area with a glass lined reservoir and SCADA system maintenance. This area will have a backup generator as well. 2) The Penn Street wells will have new pumps and a backup generator with SCADA system. Well casing #1 will be raised. 3) Homestead Ave addition will add 2,450 feet of new waterline and connect with Penn st and Wallace Avenue. 4) existing Bunday pump house and reservoir will be demolished and filled in. Total project cost is $6,197,729.00 The SCADA grant we received has been extended until June of 2023.
