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DEFINITIONS

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the micanings indieated,

LOITERING - Remaining idle in essentially one location. It shall include the concepts of spending time dly
loafing or walking about aimlessly and shall also include the colloguial expression “hanging tround.”

PUBLIC PLACE - any place to which the public or a substantial group has access, The term shall fnclude ay
street, highway, road, alley, or sidewalk. This term shall also include: any premises open to the public. the font or the
neighborhood surrounding any store, shop, restuurans, tavem or other place of business or amusement, schools, prisons,
apartments, any neighborhood and public grounds, aress and parks, as well as parking lots or other vacant private
property not owned by or under the contrel of the person charged with violuting this chapter or. in the case of 4 minor,
not owmned o under the control of his'her parent or guardian,

MSORDERLY CONDUCT AND DISTURBING THE PEACE- Drsorderly comduct and/oracts of disturbing
the pesce within the limits of the Borough are hereby prohibited , and no person shall engage in such conduct or commin
such acts within the limits of the Borough, Disorderly conduct and/or acts of disturhing the peace are hereby defined for
the purpese of this chapter as any act, word, or conduct causing or tending to cause 4 disturbance of the peace and good
order of the Borough.

§ 5-1. Disorderly Conduct and Disturbing the Peace Prohibited.

A, The following acts, committed by any person with iment 1o provoke a breach of the peace. oe wherehy s breach of the
peace may be oocasioned, or by causing or tending bo cause any dunger, discomifon, or anmoyance 1o the inhabitnts of
the Borough or users of the public places within the Horopugh, Such acts, words or condwst shall include, but mot be
limited toc

I.. Fughting or engaging in threatening, violent, or tumualfssus behavicr,



2. The making or causing to be made of any unnecessary or anreasanable noises or disturhances, clamor, ar other
sounds disturbing or tending to disturh the pexce ard'or quiet of the community,

3 The carrying on of any buginess, frade. TranSPOrain, recreation, o amusement in o manmes, 4t s e or in a
ploce which causes any unnecessary noise ar disturbatoe, discomfont, danger, or enovance.

A The reckless or cansless driving or any other wse of vehicles or animuls by owners, gecupants, wers, o
operators of the same as shall endanper the sufety of oe interfere with the comfart amdl convenience of
inhabitants of the Borough or persons using the public ploces within the Borough,

3. Appears in any public place it a sige of nusdsty, or in indecent or lewd dress, or mokes any mdecent exposine
of thezr person, or commits any indecent or lewd act ar behayior

b The creation of hazardous or physically offensive comditions by any act which serves no legitimate parpse of
the actar.

€ The operation of music devices, television sers or ather mechanseal instrumenst ar devise or singing, shouting,
or playing of musical instrizments or devase in o manner or between the bowrs of 11:00m and 6:00em and/or
which unmecessarily disturbs the peace and quiet of the immediate meighthorhond or which mterferes with the
conluct of normal business fo the public oo duily activitics.

Judgement, decide shat the presence of any persan in any public place is casing of is hikely to couse any of the conditions
enumerated in this chapter, he/she may. if he/she deems it necessary for the preservation of the public place and safety,

§ 5<6. Intoxication.

A. No person shall sppear drunk or in a state of intoxication, under the inflsence of aleahol or o contedlled substance, in any
street or glley or other public or private place to the disturhance o annayance of any other person or being a danger o
hams=elf or others.

& 5-7. ldentification.

A, Any person failing to have proper identification on their perscn shall provide to the Linesville Borawgh Police
Department any identifying information at time of the FOLEsE,

B.  Any persca giving false information regarding rame, age, address, phane mumber, and parents, if the persons 158
juvenibe, constitutes a vielation of this Ondinance.

N person shall knowingly keep, be prescat and'or participate in on il governed or disorderly house, butlding, room or

place wherem gnmbling, drinking, any loud oe boisterous conduct ar language, or ary other conduct or nodscs disturhs the

peace and quict of the nesghborhood or orderly citizens,

Mo person shall permit the commission in any louse, building, roodm, or premises of any immol or indecent acts, any

drunkenness, any loud or bolstercas conduct ar language, or any other conduct or noises offensive b good morals or

tending 1o disturh the peblic peace and quies,

i) Inthe case of rentnd or leased premises, the Landlord may be given verbal written notice of the violatian,

it The Mayor, Code Enforcement officer. a Police Officer, or any other petaon o authorized by the Borough Counil,
and wdentified as such, shall have autharity to immedistely give verbal ar written notice to A1YY PECSDN, COMPOTALIoD,
ar business viclating any section of this Ordinance 1o cease with any dlisorderly conduct or nts. Failure o do se shall
result in a violation of this section.

§ 5-9. Mischief
The dormg of the following act or acts within any area designated as a park or open space of the Borough or on any
public or private property shall be considered mischief and constitute a viokation of this section,

A,

Defacing, injuring, displacing. removing or in any other manner damaging any monument, fence, sign, walkway, lawe
tarf, shrubbery, building, fruit, plant. or any other natural or artificinl fucility of appurtenances,

Bathing, wading. swimming, or in any way entering a pond or fountam or the fouling or damaging of any pood oe
fiountain, without permission of Bocough Council or the property awner,

The dropping, scattering o otherwise depositing of garbage, wastepaper, rubbish, or amy other things except in
receptacles placed in a park for such material,



D, The consumptson, use of, ar pessession of any imtoxicating liguor, ar beer on Borough propenty without permission of
Barough Couneil.

E.  The violation of any rules and regulations which from time 1o Heme may be adopied by Resolution of the Borough
Cowmeil with respect to conduct in ay park or property of the Buorough,

F. Al - Termin - Vehicles (ATVs} fincluding but not Hmited to 3 and 4 Wwheclers, motorcyeles, UTV s, snowniohiles and
any ather vehicle designed by the manufacturer to be wsed a3 an ofF road vehicle) nre not permitted on Borough property
ar on Borough streets andor sidewalks, without authorization of the Lingsyille Police Depastment.

G, ATVs crossing streets as preseribed by Penna. State low s permitied.

H. ATVs may only be driven on or across private property with permissicn of the landowner.

§ 5-10. Violations and Penalties.

A Any pesson violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall be guilty of the offense of disorderly conduct or other
unlawful act designated herein and, upon conviction thereaf in summiary proceeding befone any Magistersal District
Judge, shall be sentenced o pay a fine ar penalty & set by duly adopted Resolution of the Borough Counil, as well 2z
the costs of prosecution ar, in defanlt of the payment of said fine or penalty and/or costs, shall be sentenced to
impriseament fora term as set by duly adopted Resolotion of the Boroawh council.

B Each day in viclation shall be considersd a segrarate viedntion

C Aoverbal or writien wamting miny be issued prior to fines being asscesed silely at the discretion 'of the enforcing officer

0. Awarning shall be carried over from vear (o venr. A second warning shall nut be necessary

§ 5-11. Enforcement.
This Ordinance shall be enforced by a Police Officer, Borough Manhager. or duly appointed representative of the
Borough.
